Art Enrichment Project





This has been progressing well and we carried out public consultations in 2011; of the 61 responses 15 gave their top vote to delivery of all aspects of the project, 13 for archaeology in the park, 10 for brass rubbing, 10 for music/shade, 7 for wood carvings, and 6 for the mosaic mural.  These views have helped us to shape our plans and we will be starting to apply for funding for these projects this year.

Enablement Project





As reported in the last newsletter, we successfully fundraised £990 to enable us to engage the services of the South Glos Council Landscape Architect to draw professional plans and provide costings for the following: development of the pond, construction of a willow ‘fence’, installation of dog grids, develop the second mound, construct a community vegetable garden, and construct a second amphitheatre with a story chair.  These plans are very exciting and are well underway; when they have been finalised and costed we will commence fundraising for these additions.
