ENVIRONMENTAL/GREEN HOUSEKEEPING POLICY

1. THE ORGANISATION’S MISSION STATEMENT

The Friends of Jubilee Green (FOJG) is committed to enhancing the area to achieve its full environmental potential. FOJG is committed to working with all sections of our community to provide facilities for recreation and leisure on the area of Jubilee Green that complement the existing park’s themes of: stimulating imaginative play; being age inclusive; complementing the local environment; and providing seating and play equipment for the whole community. 

2. AIMS OF THE ORGANISATION’S ENVIRONMENTAL POLICY

· to bring about a wider understanding of how the activities of the Friends of Jubilee Green affect the environment;

· to promote high standards of environmental management;

· to minimise or eliminate adverse impacts on the environment.

3. OBJECTIVES

The organisation shall:

· maintain respect for natural resources by ensuring the most efficient use of materials and by using renewable, recycled and recyclable products wherever possible;

· where it is safe to do so ensure the use of environmentally friendly products and eliminate the use of environmentally exploitative products such as peat or tropical hardwoods;

· encourage walking and cycling for users of the park

· minimise, where possible, the creation of waste, especially hazardous waste and wherever possible, recycle or reuse materials; dispose of all wastes through safe and responsible methods in compliance with the relevant environmental legislation.
· This policy will apply to all aspects of the organisation’s activities including all projects and community events. 

4. ACTIVITIES TO ACHIEVE THE OBJECTIVES

4.1 The organisation will:

· appoint a member of the organisation to monitor and co-ordinate the environmental performance of the organisation;

· communicate the environmental policy to the trustees and make it available on the website for the community.
· conduct an annual review and self-evaluation of compliance with the environmental policy – preparing an action plan to improve performance where required;

· report the annual review findings to the trustees.
4.2 With regard to the purchase of goods and services, the company shall:

· support and encourage contractors, suppliers and other relevant partners to minimise their impact on the environment through the communication of the organisation’s environmental policy and strategic purchasing and contract policies;

· actively seek to influence others within its sphere of influence and operation to adopt environmental policies and good environmental management;

· use and specify the use of used, reclaimed or recycled materials wherever appropriate and possible;

· actively seek the purchase of materials locally and the appointment of local contractors whenever such materials and skills exist locally.

NB: Since the organisation, {as a charity expending public funds}, is also required to secure good value for money, purchasing decisions will take account of both environmental and v-f-m factors.  Tenders will make clear what requirements are mandatory and which are desirable but discretionary.  
4.3 For Projects and Activities initiated by the Friends of Jubilee Green:

· support and encourage park users to travel via environmentally friendly methods to the park

· ensure projects and activities encourage appreciation of and respect for the local environment.

4.4 Each member of the organisation will:

· encourage other members of the organisation to adopt and take responsibility for the implementation of the environmental policy;

· encourage volunteers and members of other organisations to adopt good practices so as to improve the environmental performance of their organisation and improve its impact upon the environment.
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
